Transcription is the process by which one side of a segment of DNA (a gene) is used as a template to produce a molecule of RNA
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· A segment of DNA unwinds and unzips
· Free floating RNA nucleotides will bond with exposed DNA nucleotides
· The RNA nucleotides will bond together to form a single stranded RNA molecule
· The newly formed RNA molecule will detach from the DNA and will move out of the nucleus to the sites of protein synthesis in the cytoplasm.

· The Segment of DNA will “rezip” and recoil.
