Translation
Translation is the process by which Amino Acids are bonded together in the process of forming a specific protein or polypeptide (part of a protein).

Translation involves 3 types of RNA
1. Messenger RNA  (mRNA)– this is the copy of a DNA gene that is formed during the process of transcription

2. Transfer RNA (tRNA) – these molecules physically bring the amino acids to the site where they will be bonded together to form a protein or a polypeptide.

3. Ribosomal RNA (rRNA) – These molecules make up the physical structure of a ribosome.  Ribosomes are the structures upon which Translation takes place.
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
